1.3 Describe how the State educational
agency will ensure ongoing
integration of technology into
school curricula and instructional
strategies in all schools in the
State, so that technology will be
fully integrated into the curricula
and instruction of the schools by
December 31, 2006, as written in
the original legislation.

® Use technology increasingly and
consistently as a tool to complete daily
lessons and projects

e Use portfolios to assess students’
ongoing skills; track classes’ progress

® Provide resources for implementation
of technology curriculum

e Track and assess teachers’ technology
and integration skills

e Provide means for collaboration and
communication between relevant
parties in the school

® The AhalMath management system offers a
tracking system that monitors student, class, teacher
and school-wide progress to promote accountability.

e AhalMath supports automatic grading, observational
assessment using rubrics, and teacher grading of
Journals and online Activities for progress monitoring.

¢ AhalMath makes it easy for teachers to integrate
digital curriculum into the core curriculum and
provides administrators with tools for tracking usage
of the digital curriculum by student, class or school.

¢ Provide online/distance learning
opportunities in libraries or other
community locations

® AhalMath includes Activities for in-class use that
include rubrics to support observational assessment.

e AhalMath also includes real-time reports on student
progress in math learning, including number
attempted, number correct, and time on task.

e The AhalMath management system gives
administrators the ability to generate usage reports
showing the use of the digital curriculum for each
student and/or for class, school and district.

e The management system also provides teachers with
the tools they need to create their own online
curriculum units, blending Aha!Math content with their
own worksheets and journal activities that integrate
technology into the mathematics curriculum.

Licensing models
also support a phased adoption, with per student
licensing for class-by-class or grade-by-grade
implementation. Building licensing is also available to
support a phased implementation by school.

areas

e Establish toll-free or local toll number
for students in rural areas to access
the Internet and online resources

¢ Provide financial bonuses, perks, or
benefits for certain levels of technology
certification

e AhalMath is an award-winning online supplemental
mathematics curriculum.

some states and adoption pricing is available for
states that elect to adopt the program.

mance monitoring of students in remote locations.
